· To seek potential employment opportunities for clients, working closely with the individual and the employer, prime contractors and statutory bodies.

· From initial meetings, review applicants' abilities, needs and wishes in respect of employment and respond accordingly, linking customers to employment/training and development opportunities.

· Provide advice on employment issues to customers, their carers and other organisations. Signpost individuals to other sources of advice where appropriate. 

· Identify specific needs and risks. Create and maintain risk assessments with the individual to ensure safety in the workplace. 

· Where required train and support customers in getting to a placement and provide on the job support. 

· Create and maintain records/processes in line with organisational and contract requirements, both using on-line data bases and hard copy record systems. 

· Deliver job related outcomes in line with individual and team performance targets.  
· Supervise and provide line management to Employment Support Workers in the delivery of their duties.
